Holes are drilled for utility shaft install for tunnel.
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Recommended to cap exposed soil nails to mitigate potential impalement injury, etc. – TC notified Condon-Johnson (FEH open cut soil nail wall site)
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Conco use of foam caps for large rebar at BTH (NP)
